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NMission Challenges in Lockdown Thailand

Dear Brothers & Sisters of Miri Gospel Chapel,

Praise the Lord that MGC is able to hold the
41st annual mission conference this year. Your
commitment towards cross-cultural mission is
commendable.

The past year or so with the Covid-19 pandemic
has been a real challenge affecting all aspects of life
worldwide. For missionaries, it can be particularly
challenging serving in a foreign land. We've given
ourselves and have put all our efforts into ministry,
which when taken away, it strips us of our identity and
purpose. It's particularly hard during this lockdown
when I'm all alone without my family close by. | never
imagined that we would ever experience such a
difficult situation.

However, the Lord is our stronghold and our
hope. We look to Him for help and trust Him for
His perfect will to be done in His time. I'm encouraged
by the love and concern from both family and
friends back home and also from local Thai friends.
There's a lot more contact through social media
and opportunities to share with churches in Malaysia.

Much of our ministry has been restricted
during this crisis. Churches are still not allowed to
meet in person. Government regulations allow not
more than five people to meet as a group. We have
to stop our outreach in the slum community. The
family who is our key contact in the community
all tested positive for Covid-19 and are being
treated in a field hospital. We cannot do any visitation.
Our church offering has been severely affected.

Many of our church members have lost their
jobs and are struggling to make a living. People
are really suffering due to the prolonged crisis.
Five of our members have already contracted
Covid-19 and are receiving treatment. Please pray

for their complete healing. Pray that they continue
to hold on to their faith, trusting God to meet their
needs.

| teach an online leadership class every
Sunday afternoon. Praise God for the 8-10 church
members who join the class regularly. They're
really keen to study the Word of God.

The Bangkok Bible Seminary, where | teach,
started its new term on 16th August. All our
lessons are online. Students are not allowed to
come back to stay in the dormitory. But | still have
a weekly dormitory fellowship meeting with the
female students via Zoom. Praise God for helping
me to learn how to teach online with Zoom. Many
adjustments have to be made in our seminary.
Pray that lessons can proceed smoothly and
effectively. Pray for strength and wisdom for us.
Some of our students are from different tribal
groups living up in the mountains of North
Thailand, so internet access is quite a challenge.

Thank you for your prayers and support
toward missions in Thailand. It's my prayer and
vision to see a harvest of souls in Thailand and to
pray for the Thai churches to grow spiritually and
numerically.

May the Lord bless you and speak to you in a
special way during those few days of conference.

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This is our 18th year with Wycliffe Malaysia.
" How quickly time goes.

Both of us travelled different journeys in our
walk with the Lord in His call to missions. For
Timothy, it was while working in the refugee camp
on Bidong Island that he went to a chapel where he
sat and pondered on the purpose of his life. He
said to the God he had not yet known : “God, if you
_exist, you must have a purpose for me.” Later, he
became a teacher and became a believer when he
was teaching in his hometown. A colleague had
invited him to play ping-pong and when he got to
the place, he found that it was in a church. Not
long after, he started attending the church.

Evelyn, on the other hand, first felt the desire
to serve when she was in school. She felt called to
teach in government schools. In university, she
heard about the ministry of Bible translation and
felt drawn to it. However, as she was on a
government scholarship, she taught for 11 years
until her bond ended. During that time, she met
Timothy.

Both of us attended Camp Wycliffe where
Timothy came to know about Bible translation and
literacy. We decided to be involved in this. In 2003,
we trained in linguistics, literacy and translation
and then in 2005, we had our first assignment in
Indonesia where we served the Tii, Lole and Rikou
people groups as they translated the Book of Acts,
Genesis and several epistles. We returned to
Malaysia several years later and helped out in an
indigenous Bible translation project in West
Malaysia. We trained literacy teachers; we ran
writing workshops where participants wrote
stories in their mother tongue and we also helped
them as they translated the Gospel of Luke. After

that, Timothy attended seminary while Evelyn
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received training to be a translation consultant.

Since then, we have been serving with different

language groups both in Malaysia and Indonesia.

We have often been asked the reason for
translating the Bible. Does it have to be translated

into indigenous languages where the speakers are.

so few? Our answer is found in the Parable of the
Lost Sheep and also in John 1:1-5. Knowing that

‘God desires people to be drawn unto Himself, to

know Him, and since it is through His Word that
people will know Him well, we want to be part of
enabling people to draw near to Him through His
Word. The Bible in the language familiar to us is
the best way to know Him, to know His heart, His
thought, His ways. Currently, we are involved in the
Penang Hokkien Oral Bible translation project, the
Kenyah Old Testament translation project, the
Pontianak Hakka Oral Bible translation project,
and the Robeno translation cluster in Kalimantan.

One thing we have realized and are reminded
again and again is that we are not alone when we
are involved in any ministry — we are part of the
body of Christ with Christ as our head. We are
enabledto do work that is His work. He enables us
and He enables others to enable us.

We are thankful for the prayers that cover us,

our colleagues, and our equipment. We are -

grateful for the financial support we have received
and the funding for the projects. We praise Him for
each colleague, each brother and each sister that
has given their time to work together so that the
Penang Hokkien people, the Kenyah, the Pontianak
Hakka, the Udd Danum, Mualang, Ahe, Jagoi and
the Balangin people may have the Scripture in
their own language. A

Dear teachers, pastors, and brethren-in-Christ,

Thanks to God for this precious opportunity that we can relate our undertakings to all of you once again.
We encountered lots of difficulties caused by the coronavirus pandemic in the past several months. It seems
hard to rejoice in the Lord when everything seems grim, but | do believe that our heavenly Father is watching
us and therefore we all need to have hope in Him always.

The spread of coronavirus in Thailand has become more serious compared to last year. The number of
confirmed cases has been increasing by more than ten thousand each time and a lot of people are dying. The
worst thing is that the Thai government cannot provide the Thai people with effective vaccines and public
healthcare service is not conducted equally. Every time | look up the news, | feel sorry and hopeless. The
situation affects not only the people in big cities but also those in rural areas. People cannot carry on with
their normal lives. Many church members do not make enough income for a living. Children at Bethesda
Orphans House still cannot go to school because there are some people in the areas nearby affected by the
virus and schools have been shut down indefinitely. It is a sad thing that children cannot effectively have
access to education at the moment. Some children are studying online but not all of them can do it perfectly
as internet access is limited. These children have lost the precious time they deserve to have at their age to
be with their friends at school.

Many ministries we are running have been encountering difficulties due to the spread of the virus. We
have to cancel all meetings, even the worship services on Sunday, as big gatherings are strictly prohibited.
It has been a while that | couldn’t go to preach the Bible at Hua Yo Church as travelling to other places is not
allowed, but | made every effort to visit believers when they requested a special prayer. There are some
pastors who are preaching online via Facebook Live. | thank the Lord for their enthusiasm in serving God
during this challenging time.

| appreciate if you remember to pray for Thailand and all the people who are dealing with this pandemic.
Below are our prayer requests:

1. Please pray that the Thai government will provide effective vaccines to citizens free-of-charge.

2. Please pray for the safety of frontline workers and for their courage to continue working for the sake
of those who are affected.

3. Please pray for kids around the world that they can soon return to their schools as usual and that
they will always love learning.

4. Please pray for the mercy of God on believers at Jha Kham Noi Church, and that they will be patient
and trust in the Lord to lead them in their lives, and that God will provide jobs for them to make some
income for a living.

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Challenged Bt Unhindesed

The COVID-19 pandemic continues to impact
the world in unprecedented ways in 2021. The Delta
variant is responsible for most of the latest waves of
outbreaks around the world. As mission work relies
on people being able to bring the gospel to places
where people have not heard of Jesus, our workers
continue to face escalated challenges when travel is
restricted or when lockdowns are instigated in an
effort to contain outbreaks. In short, movement is
very much restricted.

Phil and Irene Nicholson are long-term OMF
missionaries who have been serving in Taiwan for 30
years. They were due to have their home
assignment back in Australia for 6 months from
mid-July, so they had booked with China Airlines to
fly direct from Taiwan to Sydney. As Phil is gifted in
preaching, he was invited to be the keynote speaker
at the OMF Mission Conferences to be held in Perth,
Sydney and Brisbane in August and September.

However, in May, a COVID-19 outbreak occurred
in Taiwan. Without warning, China Airlines started to
cancel flights from Taiwan to Australia, leaving Phil
& Irene running out of options to return to Australia.
Flights with other airlines were either astronomical
in price or booked out till August or September which
would be too late as they were already lined up to
speak at conferences from mid- August. They
reached out to supporters to pray, asking God to
open a way for them.

| even suggested that they consider more
reliable airlines like Singapore Airlines; but there
was no flight at all available on Singapore Airlines
website due to the pandemic. China Airlines
rescheduled their flights once and a week later, the
Airlines cancelled all flights out of Taiwan for June
and July.

A friend later told them to re-check Singapore
Airlines website and indeed there was one flight

available in four days’ time! The best part was that it
only cost them $1200 each, an amazingly cheap
price comparable to pre-COVID air ticket prices! To
cut a long story short, four days later, they were on a
plane headed for Australia.

When they arrived in Australia for their
mandatory two weeks of hotel quarantine, they were
told that they had been re-allocated to an apartment
instead of a hotel room for their quarantine. This
was another unexpected blessing from the Lord as
Phil still had training seminars to conduct via zoom.
More space in an apartment meant that Irene did not
have to be in the same room where Phil was
teaching via zoom! Praise the Lord!

Time and time again, we see God's servants in
challenging situations due to the nature of their
work, but God is faithful and God’s plans continue
unhindered. This does not mean that plans work
according to our liking. Even though the Nicholsons
have arrived safely in Australia, they are now caught
up in a lockdown for the state of New South Wales
due to COVID-19 and it seems they will not be able to
be physically present at the Mission Conferences
that OMF has organised for August and September.

| have now organised a back-up plan for the
Mission Conference in Perth. Phil will send in his
pre-recorded sermons and both he and Irene will
still speak at our workshops but via zoom. Of course,
God can still contain the outbreak and allow travel
between Sydney and Perth, but that is for the Lord to
work out. Keep praying for us, and pray that the OMF
Mission Conference in Perth can be run as a
face-to-face event and that many will be challenged
and inspired to bring the gospel of our Lord Jesus
Christ to those unreached around the world despite
all the uncertainties we face.

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My gratitude to God and His people for bringing
us together in this 4-day training which just ended
today, 31 August 2021. | am very blessed and indeed
encouraged to see many of our brothers and sisters
gathered together in giving our best to reach out to
others. | was experiencing how God moved in the
implementation of our plans as | worked alongside
my colleagues and volunteers to see the Great
Commission, mentioned in Matthew 28:19-20, being
fulfilled.

Despite all the well-thought-out plans, there
were some hiccups which were beyond our control,
particularly when the materials sent out to one of
our participants did not reach him. Our training was
about to start barely 2 days before the actual
training. | asked my colleague to check where the
problem was and found out in the end that the
dispatch man did not deliver them, yet there was a
signature to acknowledge the receipt of the
materials. My colleague called the company and
gave them the details on the consignment note.
Eventually, it was discovered that the dispatch man
simply initialed his name on the consignment note,
expecting the actual receiver to personally collect
the parcel. This is one of the things which | did not
expect could happen. Thank God all went well.

Another incident of seeing God at work during
our training was when about 2 days prior to the
actual training, | had to juggle many things, being the

person in charge of coordinating the whole process
of our training. From big to small things, | just
committed all of them into God's hands and prayed
that all would turn out well.

Currently, all people are doing online training,
but there were times my lines were not good due to
the location | was in. An interruption did occur in
one of my on-the-job-training sessions with my
trainee and the prospect with whom we were
sharing the gospel. Anyway, the gospel message
got through to our prospect, but the result of the
sharing was “No Decision”. Nevertheless, we
thanked God for the opportunity to share the gospel
and be His vessels to bring His love to people whom
our team had shared with.

Today (31 August) is Graduation Day for all our
graduates and they have all passed, and they are
encouraged and amazed at how God has worked
through them. On the whole, from the on-the-job-
training sessions, we managed to share the gospel
with 51 people and about 25% of them (13 people to
be exact] have professed to believe in Jesus. All glory
to Jesus and Heaven is rejoicing for these 13 lives
that have committed themselves to follow and
accept Jesus as Lord and Savior. Amen. Overall, |
am blessed by the training and encouraged as well.

Ephesians 6:12
For we do not wrestle against flesh
and blood, but against the rulers,
against the authorities, against the cosmic
powers over this present darkness, against
the spiritual forces of evil
in the heavenly places.

Sharing the gospel is as difficult as it has
always been. There are so many obstacles
encountered by believers such that most do not
witness. It would be rather unusual if we could
find any church with more than 5% of the
congregation who were regularly sharing the
gospel, leading people to the Lord, and bringing
them to church services.

When difficulties to witnessing prevail, the
enemy that challenges us are not humans. QOur
enemy is not the non-Christian, not the believer
who thinks we are fanatical and certainly not our
church leaders who might not be that encouraging
in evangelism. The devil will do everything within
his power to stop us. He does not want people to
come to faith in Christ and be saved.

The devil uses several obstacles to prevent
people from hearing the gospel. Some of his
common tactics are listed below.

1. We wrestle against COMFORT.

One of our friends commented that very few
believers even considered wrestling against the
comic powers. They are still wrestling with their
pillows and bolsters. We have to combat laziness and
the desire to stay in our comfort zone.

As you can well imagine, implementing a
discipleship-making program like Evangelism
Explosion (EE] is hard work. Pastors and church

leaders are either too busy with other types of
Christian service or perhaps simply find implementing
EE to be of too much work. To be honest, it's really
hard work, but it builds strong foundations in any
church. Jesus himself commends hard work.

Revelation 2:2
| know your deeds, your hard work and
your perseverance.

The Lord knows and rewards those who are
willing to work hard. Don’t be allergic to hard work,
especially in church.

2. We wrestle against the CRITICISM
of others.

The Bible teaches that if you are righteous and
do the right thing, you will face opposition. Others
will call you a fanatic, an extremist. Why then do |
keep on wanting to share the gospel? Firstly, it's a
command from the Lord, and | want to be obedient.
More importantly, why did Jesus give this command?
It is because He loves people and does not want
them to perish but to be saved. Don’t | want the same?

Some people may accuse you of having a
hidden agenda in making friends. Well, my agenda
is not “hidden.” All my friendships are intentional.
| intend to be the best friend that | can be and to
help you as much as | can. If you already know the
Lord, | want to help you to know Him better. If you
do not know the Lord, then the best thing | can do
for you in this world is to introduce you to Jesus.
He will save you, change you and give you a purpose

and meaning in life. Why wouldn't | want to do that?

If you want to live righteously,
you will be persecuted.

Psalm 11:2
For, lo, the wicked bend the bow,
They make ready their arrow upon the string,
That they may shoot in darkness at the
upright in heart.

When you become effective for the Lord, the
devil will set aim at you. The attacks can come from
other Christians, from those in leadership and even
from outsiders. They will do whatever it takes to
make you quit.

People may criticise, but church leaders are
asked to work hard and to carry out their
responsibilities. They are not going to let criticism
stop their work. Church leaders work for Jesus and
Jesus knows their hard work.

3. We wrestle against
DIS-COURAGEMENT.

Many Christian workers are discouraged. In
some churches these are the “veterans.” Veterans
are those who have retired from service. Actually,
we should never have veterans because believers
should be “faithfully serving” till our time on earth is
up. Christians quit serving the Lord because of past
hurts, unfulfilled expectations, wrong understanding
of biblical servanthood, etc Hurts arise usually from
remarks made by team members or leaders who
are hurtful or tactless. The remarks themselves
may even be truthful statements, but some truths
hurt, don’t they?

Nevertheless, for whatever reasons, these
folks think it best to quit their service. Sometimes
it's a reaction to their own pride as well. Those who
quit become discouraged. To encourage is to “give”

% courage. To discourage is to “take away” courage.

Often a project like EE implementation to change
church DNA takes time and hard work.
ism along the way can easily discourage us.

in Seremban. Over the years, we had

plenty of discouragement. We had people
threatening us, leaving the church, and even
speaking evil of our leaders, yet we retained an
amicable spirit and continued to witness and win
people to the Lord.

Do the right thing, even if it's difficult, and then
in due course, you will succeed and see the hand of
God bringing in a great harvest of souls. If | had
been discouraged and had given up, then we would
have missed a great opportunity.

Galatians 6:9
Let us not become weary in doing good,
for at the proper time we will reap
a harvest if we do not give up.

4. We wrestle against CONCEIT.

When growth comes, and when we become
successful, pride can easily seep in. Even when we
are successfully winning people, we might see
things that others can only dream of.

It's the Holy Spirit who convicts and it's Jesus
who saves. When we work hard to share the gospel
and to equip others, we make room for the Holy
Spirit to do His work. We need to relax, to trust God,
and to do our bit. Do your best, God will do the rest.
Stay humble and develop a learning attitude. There’s
much to learn, but remember it is Jesus who will
build His church. We should never steal the glory
and make God jealous.

Conclusion

Sharing the gospel is about obedience to the
Lord Jesus and to His Great Commission to make
disciples. From a non-believer to a servant of
Jesus Christ - that’s the journey the Apostle Paul
had made, you made, and many others will make if
they can hear the transforming message of God
who loves us and gave to us His Son so that
whoever believes in Him will not perish but have
eternal life. That’s where you and | come in. We
need to share and to equip others to share.

Walau bagaimana pun, kita sangat Memuji Tuhan dalam bulan Julai yang lepas ada sedikit
kelonggaran PKP , kita dipanggil untuk mendoakan satu keluarga yang mempunyai 11 Orang
termasuk anak kecil dan cucu mereka. Setelah nyanyian Puji dan Sembah kepada Tuhan saya
mulai memberitakan Firman Tuhan, setelah selesai memberitakan Firman Tuhan saya mau
mulai berdoa untuk mereka sekeluarga, dan mereka semua menyerahkan diri (percaya) kepada
Tuhan dan kami mendoakan keluarga ini. Saudara bagi saya adalah satu perkara yang sangat
menakjubkan dan saya sangat bersyukur karena Tuhan kerana masih bekerja didalam hati
orang walaupun keadaan seperti sekarang ini dan mereka semua terima Tuhan Yesus...
Haleluya !!!

Karena ada kelonggaran PKP di bulan Ogos, saya dijemput untuk mendoakankan anak
yang baru lahir, mereka ini datang dari Ulu Skrang dalam bahagian Sri Aman. Puji Tuhan waktu
dalam pujian dan penyembahan kepada Tuhan mereka sangat tersentuh hatinya, dan bukan
hanya dijemput untuk mendoakan anak yang baru lahir, malah ada satu pasangan yang belum
dinikahkan tapi sudah ada anak, datang dan meminta saya untuk mendoakan pasangan ini.
Tetapi sebelum mereka didoakan saya membaca Firman Tuhan tentang kehidupan dalam
perkahwinan, setelah itu keduanya menyerahkan diri kepada Tuhan. lalu saya membawa
mereka dalam doa, mereka sangat gembira setelah didoakan.

Saudara, disini kita melihat jika ada kesempatan jangan tunggu besok atau pun lusa
baru mau melakukan, seperti Firman Tuhan katakan bahawa besok ada kesusahannya sendiri,
berarti bilamana ada kesempatan terus lakukan tanpa melengah-lengahkan waktu.

Pada awal bulan Ogos juga saya bersama isteri melawat teman dikedai Siang-siang yang
sangat terbilang di Kuching, dalam perjalanan melewati satu tempat saya ditegur oleh seorang
tauke besar yang ada dikedai makan itu,. kata tauke ini waktu saya melihat muka kamu lewat
tempat saya hati saya sangat senang, dua kali saya melewati disitu dia pun berkata kepada saya
dan teman yang lain saya mau minta didoakan, karena dia ini sangat takut kepada covid-19,
kami pun mendoakan dia. Puji Tuhan saudara setelah didoakan dia berkata seperti ada beban
terlepas dari tubuhnya, dan dia angkat-angkat tangannya, sangat selesa setelah itu dia
dikaunseling oleh kawan saya karena dia orang cina.

LATAR BELAKANG

1943: Liaw Kim Chong dilahirkan di kampung Siang-Siang,
Lawas, Sarawak.

1963: Liaw Kim Chong mula bersekolah di Mission School
selama 4 tahun.

1968: Liaw Kim Chong mula bekerja sebagai pastor
sepenuh masa dan pada tahun yang sama juga dia
memulakan pelayanan sehingga kini.

1974 Liaw Kim Chong pernah melayani di Siol Kandis,
Kuching sehingga tahun 1977. Seterusnya, beliau
menjadi penginjil kepada suku Iban dan Bakatan
di daerah Tatau, Bintulu, Sarawak. Cukup banyak cabaran
yang dihadapi oleh beliau untuk ke sana kerana terpaksa melalui kawasan hutan.

Pastor Liaw juga pernah melayani di Tenom dan Keningau, Sabah dalam kalangan suku
kaum Tagal.

Tetapi dalam saya melayani Tuhan dari tahun 1968 sehingga kini, masih lagi kuat untuk
melayani Tuhan.

Kini, Liaw Kim Chong melayani di gereja BEM Tanjung Riman, Limbang yang terdiri
daripada kaum Bisaya dan juga dibantu oleh MGC Mission Board, MGC, Miri.

Disebabkan ruang gereja kami kecil, kami terpaksa mengurangkan bilangan yang hadir kerana
terpaksa mematuhi SOP. Doa untuk kami supaya Tuhan memberi nikmat untuk kami melayani
kepada kaum Bisaya.

Roma 1:16 (AVB) Aku tidak teragak-agak
menyebarkan Injil, kerana Injil adalah kuasa
daripada Allah untuk menyelamatkan setiap
orang yang beriman, mula-mula kepada
orang Yahudi kemudian kepada orang Yunani.

Shalom dan apa khabar?

Di musim Pandemik Covid-19, kita membaca
laporan SDMC, KKM dan group-group media sosial
mengenai statistik kematian, kesembuhan, dan
orang yang terjangkit disebabkan Covid-19 yang
cukup tinggi jumlahnya, tidak kira orang Kristian
mahupun bukan Kristian. Statistik ini menunjukkan
betapa rapuhnya kehidupan manusia, kerana apa
yang manusia miliki tidak dapat memberikan
jaminan keselamatan hidup. Manusia perlukan
kekuatan dan kepastian akan hidupnya untuk hari
ini dan hari yang akan datang.

Melihat situasi ini, marilah kita memikirkan
lebih serius bagaimana Injil iaitu khabar keselamatan
di sampaikan kepada orang ramai, kepada semua
suku semasa Pandemik ini. Ini menegaskan betapa
pentingnya misi, kerana manusia yang rapuh
memerlukan berita pengharapan, iaitu Injil / Berita
keselamatan di masa Pandemik.

Sebagai respon, tidak terkecuali, semua
lapisan orang Kristian adalah pekerja-pekerja misi
di mana mereka ditempatkan Tuhan, sesuai dengan
pekerjaan dan peluang yang diberikan. Sebagai
orang percaya yang mempunyai kegairahan ibadah
yang luar biasa sudah tentunya di dalam hidupnya
pun ada kegairahan misi yang luar biasa!

Alkitab menjelaskan misi Allah untuk
keselamatan umat dan semua orang. Alkitab adalah
buku misi, di dalamnya jelas Allah membukakan
rencana keselamatan bagi semua orang. Allah
mengkehendaki manusia yang telah jatuh ke dalam

dosa, yang sudah rosak imago Dei (rupa dan gambar
Allah ketika manusia diciptakan) dikembalikan dan
dipulihkan kepada keadaan semula seperti masa
saat Allah menciptakannya. Betapa pentingnya misi
Allah untuk menghadirkan keselamatan di dalam
kehidupan manusia berdosa. Oleh itu orang Kristian
harus menginjili, kerana berita yang disampaikan
memberi kelepasan bagi orang berdosa.

Pada musim Pandemi Covid 19 ini, orang
Kristian dihadapkan dengan tugas yang segera dan
mendesak. Ramai orang di musim ini memerlukan
berita keselamatan yang membawa kepada
kepastian hidup. Inilah waktu yang indah untuk
mewujudkan misi Allah. Pandemik dilihat sebagai
masalah besar, tetapi di sisi lain sebagai
kesempatan besar untuk menghadirkan berita
kepastian, berita keselamatan bagi manusia. Untuk

itu perlu dilihat lebih jauh beberapa hal di bawah ini.

Kesimpulan:

Manusia berhadapan dengan zaman vyang
selalu berubah, termasuk di masa Pandemik ini,
namun Injil / Berita Keselamatan yang telah
disampaikan dan dimiliki manusia tidak pernah
berubah. Tuhan yang penuh rahmat dan belas kasih
memberikan misiNya agar berita keselamatan
sampai kepada semua orang. Gereja-Nya dan orang
Kristian melakukan misi Allah bukan sebagai
pilihan alternatif dalam hidup, tetapi sebagai
penegasan akan sikap yang hanya menjadikan
Tuhan sebagai central (pusat), dan ingin Tuhan
ditinggikan di tengah dunia ini.

Orang Kristian mengerjakan misi Allah sebagai
respon berterima kasih atas keselamatan yang
telah diterimanya, seperti yang pemazmur katakan,
Mzm 96 (AVB) 2 Nyanyilah untuk Tuhan, berkatilah
nama-Nya; isytiharkan berita baik penyelamatan-
Nya dari hari ke hari. 3 Isytiharkan kemuliaan-Nya
dalam kalangan bangsa, mukjizat-Nya di antara
semua umat-Nya.
